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The minimum graduation credit requirement is 128 credits:
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(1) University-specific required courses account for 29 credits and include:
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A. Basic general education courses 16 credits.
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B. Required general education courses 3 credits.
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C. Elective general education courses (2-4 credits each from Humanities and Arts, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Creative
Interdisciplinary categories, for a total of 10 credits).
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(2) A total of 10 credits in college-specific required courses, along with 36 credits in department-specific professional required courses.
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(3) A minimum of 53 credits in professional elective courses, with at least 17 credits in department-specific professional electives (including

college-specific electives); professional elective credits do not include general education credits.
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(4) Only 4 credits from second foreign language elective courses are recognized as department-specific professional elective.
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(5) For those who have completed the interdisciplinary credit program of the University, the credits will be counted as elective credits for the
major.
